What is 350.org on 24th October?

In the run up to Climate talks in December at Copenhagen 350.org are co-ordinating a series of events to deliver a clear message to our leaders that 350 parts per million is the safe upper limit for carbon dioxide in our atmosphere. MASG is organizing an action with ice sculpture, banners, body art and press photos in Castlemaine at The Castlemaine Market building on Mostyn Street from 8.30am to 1pm
To make this event a success we need your ice blocks
Helping us with the Ice Sculpture (in 3easy steps):
The idea is to have 350 blocks of ice containing messages on the steps of the market building, and we need your ice blocks and messages.
1. Write a message, or get your kids to write one, and freeze it up in a 2 litre ice cream container in your freezer.
2. Bring your ice block, and yourself and family to the market building on 24th October at 8.30am. 

3. Take the frozen block out of the freezer about half an hour before 8.30am so it is easy to get out.
Further Information

Freezing the ice:


2 litres of ice can take about 4 days to freeze solid (depending on your fridge), so you will need your block in your freezer by Wednesday October 21st if you have an old wheezer.

Ice messages:

The invitation:  For members of our community to write/draw their message about climate change on canvas.


Messages may include statements about 350ppm being a safe target, for our children, grandchildren, a safe climate etc…  

Canvas pieces are available at MASG at the Anglican Church Hall from Wed 14th October (ask Jill where they are), they are small enough to fit in a 2 ltr ice cream container, so they will fit in your pocket if you want to take them home and paint them.

Textile Medium: If you are writing/drawing your own messages then please be aware that water based mediums may bleed.  White and bright colors will show through the ice well, dark and pale colors will not be clearly visible.   White permanent markers are available with the canvas at MASG office, please leave them at the office for other people to use.

“350 is the number that leading scientists say is the safe upper limit for carbon dioxide measured in parts per million (ppm) in our atmosphere. 350 ppm is the number humanity needs to get back below as soon as possible to avoid runaway climate change. We are now very close to 390 ppm.”
